 frozen water, particularly in hot weather 

Highly processed, sugary, fatty and salty foods should only make up a very small part of your child’s diet.  
Foods to limit in school lunches include: 

 processed meats such as salami and pressed chicken 
 chips, sweet biscuits, muesli and breakfast bars 
 fruit bars and fruit straps
