PRINCIPAL’S NOTES

Parent Opinion Surveys

Some families received an envelope yesterday
with instructions and a survey to complete. This
survey is part of an annual accountability
process set by the Department of Education and
Early Childhood Development. Every school
participates, through a computer generated
random list of parents from the school
enrolment.

There is a specific, short time to complete this
(one week) so | ask that you assist the school by
completing the survey as soon as possible this
week and return it to school in the envelope
enclosed. It should take less than twenty
minutes to complete.

These surveys are not opened at school, but
sent back to the company contracted by the
Department to conduct the surveys. They collate
results and return them to the school later in the
year.

It is important that we receive your feedback!

e Stopping on the wrong side of the road
e Allowing their children to get out of the
car door straight onto the road
e Encouraging their children to run across
the road to their car.
e Driving off quickly in a 40 kph zone
e Driving into a neighbouring driveway to
let children out of the car and then
backing out into the road where children
are crossing and cars are trying to travel
All these actions are illegal, and are
endangering the kids at Reservoir Primary.
PLEASE consider others, read the Fact Sheet
attached to this newsletter and act accordingly.
Your children might like to colour in the page
attached also. It may help them to remember
and remind you, if you are one of the parents
making our school zone unsafe!
If the coloured pages are returned to school we
will display them prominently; we all need to
keep our kids safe!
